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Foreword

In terms of the Local Government Municipal Finance Management Act, 2003 (MFMA) and the
Division of Revenue Act, the MEC for Finance in the Province is required to publish particulars of
all allocations due to each municipality. Although the Provincial Parliament only appropriates
allocations for the first year of the MTEF, the allocations over a three year period must be given
based on the legislative requirements. The Provincial Treasury is required by Division of
Revenue (DOR) Bill, 2009 to gazette the following:

e The indicative allocation per municipality for every allocation made by the Province to
municipalities from the Province’s own funds;

e The envisaged division of those allocations contemplated in respect of each municipality for
the next financial year and the 2011/12 financial year; and

e The conditions and other information in respect of these allocations to facilitate measurement
of financial and non- financial performance.

To give effect to the legislative requirements of both the MFMA and the DOR Bill, the Provincial
Treasury has institutionalised a process through which the provincial department engages with
municipalities on strategic, delivery and budgetary issues, known as the Local Government
Medium Term Expenditure Committee (LGMTEC) process.

In compliance with both the DOR Bill and the MFMA, the provincial allocations per municipality
will be made public by means of the Local Government Allocations Booklet and Gazette, which
are tabled together with the 2009 Budget. The Booklet outlines the allocations to recipient
municipalities for each grant, in both the Provincial and Municipal financial years. Allocations are
provided for the three-year MTREF period where possible.

The public release of this information, firstly, enables municipalities to effectively budget and
implement programmes over a three-year budgeting cycle. Sources and levels of provincial
funding are made predictable, certain and transparent for municipalities by their public
disclosure. Secondly, the release of information assists the provincial and local spheres of
government to align their spending priorities.

I'd like to thank the Minister of Finance, Economic Development and Tourism, Mr Garth
Strachan, who continues to provide both leadership and inspiration for our work as well as my
colleagues throughout government for their support and contributions to finalising this allocation
booklet. Thanks also to the staff of the Provincial Treasury for their invaluable work in making
this allocations booklet a reality.

No monthly
transfer is to be made unless the Province has submitted and
National approved the cash flow and business plans.

e Business plans/housing development plans for 2009/10 must
be submitted to the national department and be approved by
the national department by 15 March 2009.

e The development of the housing chapter is undertaken as part
of the IDP process in line with procedures for Integrated
Development Planning as outlined in the Municipal Systems
Act and the Provincial Spatial Development Framework.

e Province’s and accredited municipalities, may if a proven need
exists and subject to approval by the Accounting Officer of the
provincial department of Housing acting in consultation with
the Member of the Executive Council (MEC), utilise for
operational expenditure in support of delivery on the grant
objectives (OPSCAP) to a maximum of 3 per cent (maximum
R50 million) of the voted allocation to support the approved
national and provincial housing programmes and priorities.

e Business plans/housing development plans for 2009/10 must
be submitted to the National Department on or before
31 December 2009 and be approved by the National
Department by 15 March 2010.

e Housing allocations must be in terms of national housing
programmes and priorities, as approved, but with due
consideration that there be ensured that:

o Principles of sustainable development underpin human
settlement development.

o Choice for participants in the housing process.

o Delivery constraints are eliminated - such as lack of
adequate bulk services etc.

o Adequate capacity for effective project/financial/monitoring
management/measures will be in place for the execution of
the projects.

o Integrated non-racial quality living environments are
promoted.
